On 1st August, National Tree Day, we returned with Darebin Council Bushcrew 

to the site we've planted in 2008 and 2009, and added another 250 trees and 

shrubs including various wattles (acinacea, implexa, melanoxylon, pycnantha 

and verticillata) drooping she oaks, sweet bursarias, cassinias, hop bushes, tree 

violets, twiggy daisy bushes and kangaroo apples. 

 

Despite the threat of rain, there was a good turnout, i'd estimate around 20 

people.  Our plantings (especially eucalypts, hedge wattles, prickley moses, hop 

bushes) from the last two years are mostly looking healthy.  We noticed an 

interesting growth on most of the golden sprays (Viminaria juncea) that had 

been planted last year- see attached photo, which might be the work of a gall 

mite - Thanks to Michael Cincotta for the identification tip on this.
